Proposed Jones/Simpson/Alexander Corridor Re-naming to
Ivan Allen Jr. Boulevard

Background

*  Proposal to re-name the widened and improved corridor between Peachtree Street and Northside Drive. The
corridor improvements only extend to West Peachtree Street, while the proposed re-naming would extend to
Peachtree Street.

= Currently driving on this corridor between Peachtree Street and Northside Drive the street name changes four
times — between Ralph McGill Boulevard, Alexander Street, Jones Avenue and Simpson Street. If you are
traveling eastbound, you currently also travel on West Peachtree Place.

= The planned improvements are virtually creating a new street that needs and would benefit from one
continuous name.

= Concept proposed by Central Atlanta Progress. Proposal unanimously endorsed, supported and introduced as
legislation by the Mayor’s Naming Commission convened to honor Maynard Jackson and Ivan Allen, Jr.
following their deaths.

= Allen, a two-term mayor, held office from 1962 to 1970 and calmly ran Atlanta, while some Southern cities
were literally burning under racial turmoil. He was also the only Southern elected official to testify in
Congress in support of what became the 1964 Civil Rights Act.

Street Name Information

No street name will disappear; portions of each Jones, Simpson and Alexander Streets will remain. The following
research is from Atlanta History Center and Pullen Library at Georgia State University.

=  Jones
No definitive information exists to link one individual to the street name.
= Simpson

Leonard Christopher Simpson, born 1821, was Atlanta's first resident attorney.

= Alexander
Dr. James W. Alexander came to Atlanta in 1848 after graduating from the State Medical College in Augusta.
He was one of Atlanta's first medical doctors. He practiced during the smallpox epidemic. Alexander owned
a tannery and was vice president of a bank. He served on Atlanta's City Council many times, though he ran
for mayor in 1869 and lost. He was very active politically during the 1860s.
